
Lay the anchoring strips on the ground so it can be 
precisely marked where the holes have to be drilled 
in the ground.  

Planting instructions
Depending on the situation you can choose from following methodes:

 Planting with overhead guying

Drive the tree poles firmly into the ground and use 
the straps to tie the tree and poles to each other.   

Securely attach the strap and strip with nails. The end result.

Depending on the circumstances, the planting hole 
must be large enough in proportion to the root ball 
(minimum 2x the diameter of the root ball).
Sufficiently roughen/loosen the bottom of the hole 
before planting the tree. 

 Planting with underground guying
Place the tree against a suitable object so the 
branches don’t get damaged. Wrap hessian sacking 
around the trunk to protect the bark and then tie 
the sling around it.  

Use the strap and/or sling to place the tree upright 
in the planting hole. Only use the sling once the flow 
of sap has stopped.  

The top of the root ball must be at (or just above) 
ground level. The root ball must NEVER be planted 
too deep. 

Fill the planting hole 1/3 full with soil.
Firmly tamp down the soil in the planting hole.

Drill holes in the ground for the underground an-
choring.

Drive the support poles firmly into the soil. Secure the poles firmly with tie down straps. These 
must also be attached securely to the poles.

Tighten the straps firmly and drive the poles a bit 
deeper into the ground so the straps are sufficiently 
taut. If necessary, saw off the support poles off at 
the desired height. Fill in the planting hole with soil 
and tamp down firmly. 

IMPORTANT:  
DO NOT remove gauze and hes-
sian sacking from the root ball. 

Depending on the circumstances, the planting hole 
must be large enough in proportion to the root ball 
(minimum 2x the diameter of the root ball).
Sufficiently roughen/loosen the bottom of the hole 
before planting the tree. 

Place the tree against a suitable object so the 
branches don’t get damaged. Wrap hessian sacking 
around the trunk to protect the bark and then tie 
the sling around it.  

Use the strap and/or sling to place the tree upright 
in the planting hole. Only use the sling once the flow 
of sap has stopped.  

The top of the root ball must be at (or just above) 
ground level. The root ball must NEVER be planted 
too deep. 

Fill in the planting hole with soil. (In the meantime) 
firmly tamp down the soil in the planting
hole.

IMPORTANT:  
DO NOT remove gauze and 
hessian sacking from the root 
ball. 

IMPORTANT! 
NEVER plant 

the root ball too 
deep!

Create a ridge of soil at ground level.
The circle must be a little larger than the 
diameter of the root ball. 

Install the drainage tube just below ground level. Fill the planting hole further and make sure it is 
smooth and level, letting the end of the tube pro-
trude just a bit above ground level.  

 Irrigation ridge

Water is of vital importance for the successful regrowth of planted trees and shrubs. When dug up, plants inevita-
bly lose part of their roots, which means they have fewer roots for absorbing water. For this reason, the first year 
after planting, they must be provided with extra water resources in the spring and summer. Exact quantities and 
frequencies for watering cannot be given. It depends on the weather, climatic circumstances, the soil and other 
external factors.   
It is extremely important that the root balls remain moist and don’t dry out and that applies for 
the ensuing years as well. 
(Please note: It’s also possible to give them too much water-don’t drown the plants!) 

There are various methods for providing newly planted trees with water. For instance:  

 Irrigation

 Drainage

Select one of the above methods to anchor the tree. If no extra wire has been placed underneath 
the coconut fibre root ball, then above ground anchoring is recommended.

 Planting trees with a coconut fibre root ball 

Unfold the wire and the coconut fibre.

Let the unfolded wire and coconut fibre lie on the 
bottom of the planting hole. 

 Fill in 1/3 of the planting hole with soil. Firmly tamp down the soil. Fill the planting hole 
with more soil and again tamp down firmly.

IMPORTANT! 
NEVER plant 

the root ball too 
deep!
