Blossoms around February/early March, making it

one of the latest blossoming cultivars. The light yellow flowers, measuring over 3 cm, have hardly any fragrance. ‘Westerstede’ may not be the

most beautiful Hamamelis for its flowers, but it is certainly a very healthy, cultivar with good growth. The late blossoming is also a good

attribute.
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
