The numerous single flowers, @

approx. 3 cm, are white with some pink. The tree flowers in early April, before the emergence of the leaves. The red fruits resembling cherries

occur only infrequently. Suitable for planting in gardens and streets. Prefers nutritious, fairly humid and loamy soil. Winter hardiness zone: 6
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
